In 4-year cycle of eruptions at Merapi, it  is important factors need lkewaspadaan 

and preparedness for all elements and not only for the government, considering the impact of Merapi eruption last year when 200 

residents became victims of the slopes of Merapi hot lay, and hundred thousands of residents fled to government and Muhammadiyah 

shelters. 

The most important lesson from  Merapi eruption effects can be seen from  the village on the slopes of Merapi powerlessness that is not 

ready when it should be evacuated within a short time to a safer place, unpreparedness can be seen from: evacuation of citizens who do 

not terorganissir well, logistics management is not neat,and handling of victims who are not in accordance with standard medical 

treatment and community resilience in refugee camps are low. This becomes MDMC concern to accompany residents on the slopes of 

Merapi to prepare ourselves institutionally, village to village disaster preparedness. 3 kampongs made disaster preparedness pilot project, 

namely: Jetis, Purworejo, Kaliurang.  

Expectations of the mentoring program are: village residents aware of the vulnerabilities that exist, alert to the threat of disaster, was able 

to make emergency system kampong / village disasterplan, integrated and unified management of evacuation between local 

organizations in the village well, to have endurance in displacement, and power Resilience / survive high in refugee.
